The After School Program will provide professional care, supervision and recreation from 2:40-5:45pm. Children 

will be given the opportunity to do homework during a specified time. IT IS THE PARENT’S OBLIGATION TO CHECK 

HOMEWORK EACH NIGHT.  

Weather permitting; the children play recreational games outside daily. Board games, movies, art time, bible study 

and other indoor activities are also utilized. Snacks are provided. The program also has extra enrichments available 

with varying fees. Inquire with school office on current enrichments. 

Snacks: 

One simple snack will be provided. If you would like your child to have a heartier snack, you may send a snack with 

your child. All donations of unopened snacks and drinks are greatly appreciated. Please alert the school office of 

any food allergies. 

Admission: 

For children to attend the program on a monthly basis, complete an Aftercare application. Fees will be divided by 8 

payments (SEPT-APR) and charged to your FACTS account.  

 For drop in, please let your child’s teacher know in the morning that your child will be using the program. All 

children must be signed out and picked up by an adult. Charges for drop-in will be charged monthly, after the 1st, 

to your FACTS account
